PURPOSE

As Montgomery County’s designated local provider,
MCAEL offers grant resources to support Adult
Literacy and ESOL Programs, with the objective of
increasing the quality and quantity of available
English language instruction in Montgomery County.

For FY2009, funding was made available to
organizations to maintain, increase, and improve
delivery of adult English literacy services in
Montgomery County. Funds were also available to
strengthen the infrastructure of adult English literacy
providers through capacity building support. To be
eligible for funding, organizations must be non-profit,
501(c)(3) organizations.

GRANT REVIEW PROCESS

All funding decisions were made by a diverse panel
of knowledgeable community members with
experience and expertise in Montgomery County
community needs; nonprofit management; adult
ESOL and literacy; and government/non-profit grant
making.

Each panelist is required to read and evaluate all
proposals based on a set of explicit criteria
published as part of the RFP. During the review and
scoring process, a significant emphasis is placed on
demonstrating measurable outcomes.

The Review Panel convenes for an orientation, and
then meets twice to discuss each proposal and
determine funding recommendations, presented to
non-provider members of MCAEL’s Board of
Directors for final approval.

MCAEL has a strict conflict of interest policy both
for review panel members and Board members.
MCAEL staff do not participate in the evaluation of
proposals nor in determining funding.
